Dr. Grego’s report included the following:
1) Taking the conversation back to Mrs. Wikle's concern with the proposed amendments to the Student Progression Plan Policies, Nonconsent #3, stated that when changes are made to the weight of honors and AP courses, it can impact not the rankings but rather those students qualifying for certain academic letters.  Dr. Grego stated that these changes will impact the incoming ninth graders; that all others will be grandfathered in; and, that staff will go back and take a look at GPAs that might have to be adjusted due to the fact that the weights of particular programs are being adjusted. Discussion followed by Mrs. Wikle, Mrs. Cook and Dr. Grego.   
2)  Thanked the Board for their part in making this year's Ties & Tennis Shoes events successful.  Dr. Grego shared that between the two related events, a total of $365,000 dollars was raised to be directed to Take Stock in Children program. Dr. Grego commended the support provided to the district by the Pinellas Education Foundation.  
3)  Reported that our district has a winner in the state's Outstanding Volunteer Recognition Program.  Dr. Grego shared that Viktourea Hamil, who graduated from Largo High School this past June, won in the youth category for our region for Victourea's work with students at Ridgecrest Elementary School.
4)  Shared that Fairmount Park Elementary School recently won in the NFL Play 60 Super School contest and was awarded $10,000 by the Tampa Bay Buccaneers and Bright House Networks.  Dr. Grego shared that the funds will be used by the school to promote student health and wellness by purchasing new physical education equipment.
